Abstract

Tainan Municipal Simen FElementary School successfully pioncered Tainan Bilingual Education
Frameworks in August 2017. Simen has adopted CLIL in conducting content courses for all grades of
children in different academic fields, such as Science, Math, Integrated Activitics, Lite Science, and
Health. The research team of National Cheng Kung University has been exploring how CLIL has been
implemented in Simen through observing classes, organizing teacher development sessions, and
conducting surveys with concerned stakeholders. The presentation begins with a summary of how CLIL
has been merged into the curricula in Simen. Examples are drawn from three teachers, Doris Hsu, Mandy
Tseng, Kloe Lu, of this school, in terms of the objectives, strategies of implementation, development of
course materials, teamwork between language and content teachers, and evaluation methods. Challenges,
administrative decisions, and responses [rom the teachers, children and parents will be discussed from

the aspect of admmistration.

Tsui-Ling Lu is the prineipal of Tainan Municipal Simen Lxperimental Elementary School, the first
bilingual experimental elementary school in lanan City, which has sueccessfully pioneered CLIL
programs for all students in a variety of subjects, such as Science, Math, Integrated Activities, Life
Science, and Health since 2017.
